88.	Minutes
Resolved to receive the minutes and confirm the recommendations therein of the meeting of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 9th February 2021 - PPC/08/2021.

89.	Sports Field, Play Area and Woodland
· Re-development of the Pavilion – Clerk contacted four companies to request an approximate cost based on Councillor Long’s drawing – only two responses received so far (1) Approximately £450,000-£550,000 depending on specification and (2) Approximately £442,000-£462,000 this quote included a specification. Members resolved to contact the architect who produced the pavilion drawings in 2009 to ask them to draw up plans and a site layout with a view to applying for planning. 
· Pavilion storage heaters – Smart meters to be fitted if possible. Clerk to keep chasing. 
· Play Area Lease – Chandler Ray dealing with the Land Registry. Councillor Long has requested an update and costs. Unfortunately, still no response.
· Playing fields – Councillor Morris advised that he has been unable to find anyone to provide quotes for the blocked drains. Clerk to assist.  
· Leak in the Pavilion which has caused some damp – Area needs to dry out and then be painted. Also some making good required. 
· Members noted that the football club invoice was paid today by cheque. 
· Pavilion – One of the outside toilets is not working, burst pipe. Members resolved to close off and put out of order sign up.
· Millennium Woods – Coppicing of the trees discussed, thank you to Councillor Dickens for carrying out some work. More works required and needs to be carried out between November – March.

· Greener Padbury Group – Councillor Murray advised that meeting hasn’t been held so no further updates.
94.	Buckinghamshire Council: 
· The re-surfacing of the footway on Main Street is now complete – Clerk raised concerns re grass verges. Update received 9th March - Now that the weather has improved we will be able to carry out work to make good and reseed them successfully. We are just putting together a programme of work and as soon as I have more information I will be in contact with an update.
· Bus stops (two by new development) – Real time passenger info screens have been fitted to the bus stops by the New Inn. Members discussed and recalled screens due to be fitted in line with cycleway – clerk to try and locate information. If so, additional screens to be fitted by new development in line with Section 106. 
· Crossing on the A413 – Under Section 38 developer to install an informal crossing. Under Section 106 a pelican or toucan crossing to be installed. Meeting held with Buckinghamshire Council on 2nd March – Members resolved the following: 1) Zig zag lines to be in white. 2) Black road surface to be installed. 3) Widening of footpath between the bus stop and proposed position of crossing. 4) Toucan crossing to be installed. 5) Crossing location as plan circulated on the 26th Feb. Buckinghamshire Council advised that the proposed installation date was still scheduled for the school summer holidays.

95.	Highways 
· Flooding on Main Street – A site visit was held on the 8th March with the Local Area Technician for Buckinghamshire Council and Councillors J Chilver, M Long and S Dickens. The following works will be carried out by Buckinghamshire Council: unblocking storm drain/clearing drains and the ditch will also be cleared. 
· Number and speed of HGVs driving through the village – Parish Council website has been updated with relevant contact details. Damage to tarmac and grass verges has been forwarded. Members noted that HGVs will be going through Padbury again due to road closures. Meeting being held with EWR, chaired by Greg Smith MP on the 16th March, Councillor Burton to attend.
